1. The Bishop opened the meeting with prayer. There followed a lively discussion on the progress being made towards our Growth Action Planning goals.

The Treasurer recommended to the PCC that we should wait until the September meeting, after our summer fundraisers, to decide when we might be in a position to go ahead with the electrical work. Rev Margaret pointed out that the Historic Churches Trust grant would need to be renewed if the work was delayed beyond September. She asked the secretary to check the date of the faculty, which may also need to be extended.
Action: Judy to check the faculty date and inform the PCC.

Note after the meeting: the lighting faculty is dated 6th November 2009.
8. Fabric
The only known issue is the electrical work.
9. GAP Progress Report

The community survey has been delayed and it has not been possible to organise for it to be done by University Students. Neville and Judy Ford did some preliminary house to house calls on Saturday 12th June to test the procedure. Initial responses have been very positive. Five additional PCC members volunteered to join in administering the questionnaires: James, Heather, Sheila, Marjorie and Pat.
10. Worship
Rev Margaret asked everyone to invite people to attend the memorial service at 6.00 p.m. on 27th June.
Rev Margaret is preparing a “crib sheet” to guide sidespersons in setting up and clearing away at communion services. It is important that other people take on this role to ensure that Glenda does not continue to feel responsible for it. Heather, Pat and Sheila all expressed willingness to help out when they are present, but did not feel able to commit in advance, so would not be able to join the sidespersons rota. It was agreed that two people were needed at services, but that this could be achieved by continuing to have a rota of one sidesperson per service, who would identify a second person on the day to assist.
11. Any Other Business

The village fête on 17th July is to be a combined event with the Community Project and the Village Hall Committee. Arrangements are in hand, but help for setting up marquees on the previous Thursday evening (15th July) and on the morning of 17th July would be welcomed.
James reported that David Johnson was unable to attend the PCC meeting, in his role as Health & Safety Officer, but he will shortly arrange to view the premises. James will keep the PCC informed about this.

Sheila volunteered to check the church fabric for defects on a regular basis.

Rev Margaret reported that the Quinquennial Review of the church fabric is now due and the PCC is required to nominate an architect to perform the inspection. It was agreed to nominate Niall Patterson, who was involved in the recent heating and lighting plans.

Next year will be the 150th anniversary of the opening of St Luke’s. Plans for celebrating this occasion will be discussed at the next meeting.

11. Dates of future meetings
The next meeting will be on 29th July at 7.30 p.m. Members will convene in the church for an inspection of the interior of the building before the formal meeting in the Church Room.
