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Priest’s Corner 
I hope you have been enjoying the warm sunny weather 
recently, and like me, hope it continues for some time with 
rain falling in the evenings to keep our gardens refreshed. 

Jeff and I recently had a weekôs break, primarily to see the 
Passion Play at Oberammergau but including several days 
in Austria.  We joined a group of people from St Saviourôs 
church in Stockport and many others sharing the same 
coach on arrival at Munich Airport. 

We enjoyed some very busy days in Austria, early morning 
starts and sometimes a long day, but always with a lot of 
information from Thomas our tour guide and city guides 
when we visited Innsbruck, Saltzburg, and Kitzbhul.  Would 
you believe that at times it was too hot?! 

Finally the climax of our holiday - moving on to 
Oberammergau for the Passion Play.  The play is only 
performed every 10 years and the whole village is involved, 
from babes in arms to the oldest resident.  The reason they 
perform the play is a promise they made almost 400 years 
ago.  When the plague was sweeping through Europe the 
mayor ordered that no-one should leave the village, hoping 
to keep them free from the plague.  Sadly someone 
disobeyed that order and on his return brought the plague 
with him.  80 deaths were recorded the following year and 
during this time of suffering the village council vowed to 
perform the play every 10 years; and so it has continued 
except for two occasions since 1634. 

It is a truly magnificent effort on behalf of the whole village; 
their performance is very professional and today the theatre 
houses 4500 people each day. 

One can only wonder at the organisation involved in every 
aspect of the play; script, costumes, music, scenery, 
publicity and accommodation for the thousands of pilgrims 
who come to watch a very well known story. 
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Even though we do not speak German, we were able to 
follow quite easily what was going on and had an English 
translation to keep us on track.   

Iôm sure that the project unites all the villagers as it has 
done for the last 400 years ï Iôm also sure that there will 
be disagreements along the way; but what a wonderful 
example of overcoming any difficulties that might arise to 
complete their task and to tell the wonderful story of 
Jesusô love once again to so many people.  

Personally, this story never fails to move me no matter 
how many times I hear it, read it or see it enacted.  The 
very fact that it is true, that through the life, death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, each one of 
us can know the love of God for us.  The suffering Jesus 
endured on the cross was for me ï and that is a very 
humbling thought and experience.  Jesus died on the 
cross for you too, so that you can enjoy a close 
relationship through him with the creator of this 
wonderful world in which we live, God, our Father. 

 May that relationship continue to grow through your 
living faith, your questioning faith and through the 
sharing of fellowship with other pilgrims on The Way.   
May his love help us all to overcome any disagreements 
and difficulties in relationships that come our way, so that 
we can all show his love and glory in the world. 
 
Praying for every blessing for you all during these 
summer months.

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BOOK REVIEW 
 

ñSuite Fran­aiseò ï Irène Némirovsky 
 

I should like to introduce you to an author most of you will not have 
heard of or read.  I ódiscoveredô her thanks to my brother who having 
read a number of her novels passed them on to me.  It was a very 
pleasant and rewarding surprise. 
 
Irène Némirovsky was the daughter of a successful Jewish banker.  
Her family fled Russia in 1918 for France where she became a 
bestselling novelist.  Prevented from publishing when the Germans 
occupied France in 1940 she moved with her husband and two 
daughters from Paris to what she thought was the relative safety of 
rural France.  It was there that she wrote Suite Française. Sadly she 
died in Auschwitz in 1942. 
 
The book chronicles the magnitude of what she and thousands of 
other citizens of France experienced during the occupation.  Set 
during the year that France fell Suite Française falls into two parts.  
The first depicting a group of Parisians who flee the invasion the 
second follows the inhabitants of a small rural community under 
invasion not just from the Nazis but also the tide of refugees from 
the cities.  
 
There are some wonderful characters who struggle to come to terms 
with their new situation which inevitably brings out some very strong 
traits including hypocrisy, compromise and of course hope. 
 
The descriptions in the book are outstanding; the characters are 
very real and the situations they find themselves in leave little to the 
imagination.  The atmosphere prevailing at that time comes through 
at all levels and even though we may not have experienced the 
horror and reality of occupation it is very easy to empathise with the 
characters in this story.  It is a remarkable story with a remarkable 
history. 
 
Ir¯ne N®mirovskyôs two children were safely evacuated and her 
daughter Denise carried with her an old note book that had 
belonged to her mother.   
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In that note book was the manuscript for Suite Française.  Such was 
the importance to Denise to have a tangible connection with her 
mother it was sixty four years after her motherôs death when she 
finally handed the papers to a publisher and Suite Française was 
born. Both the book and the author have a remarkable story to tell 
and one I thoroughly recommend.

Sheila was born in Liverpool, 
the eldest of three children 
with her brother Don and her 
sister Jean. When she went 
to school, Sheila attended 
the Springwood primary 
School but then her family 
moved to Allerton where she 

went to the Dunkam Road Secondary School.  Sheila loved 
swimming and was good enough to represent her school in the 
inter-schools competitions. 
 
On leaving school she had three successful interviews for work 
and remembers asking her mother which job she should take. 
Her mother advised her to take the job as a wages clerk for a 
firm making cotton bobbins in Garston. 
 
During their lunchtime, the young men and women from the 
factory would go down onto the beach and play rounders. It was 
here she met her future husband Dennis, who worked as a 
draughtsman nearby. 
 
Sheila remembers their first date in 1945 very well ï it was the 
day the Second World War ended ! Love blossomed and during 
their courtship they enjoyed many happy times youth-hostelling; 
cycling and climbing in the Lake District where they enjoyed 
staying at Forestside in Grasmere. 
 
Sheila and Dennis were married in 1950 at All Souls Church in 
Allerton and they moved to live in Runcorn. They later had a 
daughter (Janet) and three years later they had a son (Roger). 
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Sheila enjoyed being a full-time mum. They used to have lots of 
enjoyable holidays camping and caravanning all over the 
country in their towing caravan. 
 

When Janet was five the family moved back to Allerton before eight 
years later moving to Helsby.             

 
Upon arriving in the village, Sheila quickly became a member of St 
Paulôs Church. Sheila  had gone to Sunday School as a child and at 
the age of seven enjoyed going to Evensong with her mother ï on 
these occasions she knew she had to sit still!  Sheila was confirmed 
at St Paulôs Church when Robin Howard was the vicar.  
 
Sheila soon became involved in the life of the village - it was a 
different way of life and she enjoyed it. She worked for five years at 
Hornsmill School as a dinner lady and loved being with the children. 
She then became a member of the Young Wives group as well as a 
member of Mothersô Union.   
 
Sheilaôs eyes always light up at the mention of the Mothersô Union 
as she still loves being a member of the Mothersô Union with its 
varied activities and meeting the many friends she has made over 
the years. At one time she was the leader of the Mothersô Union and 
has so many happy memories and she still finds that however far 
she travels, she somehow meets someone who is a member of the 
Mothersô Union. She loves the trips that they go on with the Mothersô 
Union and, as a member of the MU, she also goes to Thorncross 
Prison for Young Offenders to look after the visitorôs children.  
 
Amongst her other activities, Sheila helps with the teas for the 
Tuesday Club and also helps at the Greenwood centre. In her óquietô 
moments she likes to read.  Sheila enjoys the services at St Paulôs 
and has appreciated the changes made by Rev Margaret.  

 
Special and precious times for Sheila were when she went to 
Church with her husband Dennis who sadly died seven years ago.  
Sheila has many happy memories of her loving marriage to Dennis.  
When Dennis died, Sheilaôs strong faith was a great comfort to her. 
Her faith is with her all the time as she says ócushioning her against 
the worldô. 
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Through her life her faith has helped her grow in confidence and feel 
able to tackle lifeôs trials and tribulations. 
 
Sheilaôs favourite hymns are ñBe thou my visionò and óThine be the 
Gloryô.  Sheila continues to lead a busy and happy life and is a true
